Award Criteria:

Applicant must be attending or registered to attend an institute of higher education or trade school.
Applicants must be younger than 24 years of age at time of application. Please contact Patterson

over 24 years of age and we will review these requests on a case by case basis.

3. Applicants must show a proven record of involvement through learning, extracurricular activities and
service to the community in which their school resides and/or where they live.

4. Applicants must have a minimum, cumulative GPA of 2.8 or higher on a 4.0 scale.
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5. Applicants must be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident with a permanent resident ID card or current
passport.

Application Process:

Applicants must submit the following items:

1. Completed application form (if handwritten, please print legibly).

2. Letter of application addressed to Leon Harder Memorial Scholarship Application Committee
stating the intent to apply for the scholarship.

3. Two (2) character references in the form of letter of recommendations.
A copy of their most recent transcript with cumulative grade point average.

5. Personal Essay (600 words or less). In your essay, please answer the question below:

How has service to others and your time enjoyed at Harlan County Reservoir, Nebraska made a
meaningful impact on your life and education?

$750.00 each. Additional scholarships or larger scholarships may be awarded if more funds and qualified
applicants are available.
